
The Bible describes explicitly in 2 Timothy 3 what we are seeing on TV,
hearing on radio, and reading in newspaper headline stories every day. Jesus’
admonition in Matthew 26:41 and Mark 14:38: “Watch and pray, lest you
enter into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.”

When asked: “Do most teenagers attend church?” the majority of the 1,400
surveyed during Fair Share answered “No.” Bible-believing congregations are
shrinking across America. Most professing Christians are buying the lies of
evolution. Many do not really believe Jesus’ statement in John 14:6: “I am
the way the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.”
In the name of tolerance, deceived “Christians” think that there are other
ways to get to Heaven than exclusively through Jesus.
